BYM - FAMILY LABOR PROGRAM
We currently have a 1 - 2 year waiting list for people to receive help from us, using our volunteer labor.  If the family is able to do the work themselves, they can request materials through our “Family Labor Program”.  The process to get materials takes 2 - 3 weeks.  (We offer materials March – October.)  
In the past two weeks, I have visited 5 homes of families that are going to do the repairs themselves, and Backyard Mission is supplying the materials.  Two of these families are putting on their own roof!  We love to partner with these folks who are willing and able to work on their own homes.

How it works:  I conduct a home visit to see what repairs they want to make, and which of those fall under our guidelines.  The family signs a 30 day contract with Backyard Mission, promising to complete the repairs within 30 days of receiving a voucher or materials being delivered.

If it is a roof, I order out materials.  For other repairs, they receive a voucher to purchase the materials at one of the local lumber yards and charge it to BYM.  The voucher expires in 30 days as well.

Once work is completed, a volunteer makes a home visit to see that it has been done - thank you John Hall!  (If the work is not completed, we would pick up any materials not used.)
