We try to model our ministry approach after Jesus.  Reading in the scriptures……we see He walked this earth and met needs as he encountered people.
He never set a # goal, ie:  “Ok disciples, I cast out 10 demons in that last town, let’s try to get to 15 in this next place.”  Or, “I healed 20, let’s try to heal 25 next town.”

Numbers never drove Him, people did.
